e In 2010, FAA became a 501(c)3 non-profit
organization and formed an adult board of

directors as well. Craig joined this board in
2018.



Fredericksburg All Ages

FAA has worked with dozens of
Fredericksburg organizations to find
venues for concerts. These include the
library, bookstores, art galleries,
churches, vintage stores, and outdoor
public spaces.

CRRL briefly partnered with FAA from
2008-2009.

Admin granted approval to partner again
for the group’s tenth anniversary in 2016.
Have held 7-9 monthly shows during the
school year since.
